
Adhesion des Seychelles aux Conventions

La Republique des Seychelles a depose aupres du Gouverne-
ment suisse, le 8 novembre 1984, des instruments d'adhesion aux
quatre Conventions de Geneve du 12 aout 1949 et aux deux Pro-
tocoles additionnels du 8 juin 1977. Ces traites entreront en
vigueur, pour les Seychelles, le 8 mai 1985.

La Republique des Seychelles est le 161e Etat partie aux
Conventions de Geneve, le 47e au Protocole I et le 40e au Pro-
tocole II.

Communication de PAfrique du Sud

au sujet de l'adhesion du Conseil des Nations Unies
pour la Namibie aux quatre Conventions de Geneve

et aux deux Protocoles additionnels

Le 12 mars 1984, la Republique d'Afrique du Sud, Etat partie
aux Conventions de Geneve, a depose aupres du Gouvernement
suisse la communication suivante, datee du 24 fevrier 1984:

Accession to the aforementioned Geneva Conventions and Protocols is
governed by an identically worded article which stipulates that «From the
date of its coming into force, it shall be open to any Power in whose name the
present Convention has not been signed, to accede to this Convention».

Since South West Africa/Namibia cannot, in terms of international law,
be regarded as such a Power and since neither it nor the UN Council for
Namibia is able to assume the obligations imposed upon such Power by the
four Geneva Conventions, the South African Government rejects the so-called
instruments of accession of the UN Council for Namibia to the four Geneva
Conventions and its two Additional Protocols as having no legal effect.
